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 GRANDSON of the country’s top po-
lice official was gunned down late
Monday night, in what police believe

is another consequence of the conflict be-
tween Alpha Kappa Rho (Akrho) and Tau
Gamma Phi fraternities.

Kyle Kales Lomibao-Capsa, 23, a Tau
Gamma member, died of a gunshot wound
in the chest.

Capsa was PNP Director General Arturo
Lomibao’s grandson. Capsa’s mother is the

daughter of Lomibao’s first cousin.
The police official has not yet sent

any word to the Cebu City Police Office
on how to handle the incident.

The alleged gunman, said to be an

Akrho member, turned himself in yester-
day morning.

Capsa was killed the night before Tau
Gamma kicked off its 37th anniversary
yesterday, with the theme, “Embracing the
true Triskelion spirit through individual
excellence.”
